Dress Code and Club Rules

+ No dogs or any other house animals on the golf course or the clubhouse.

+ ‘Golf" or polo shirts with a collar must be worn on the golf course.

* Football or training shirts are not permitted.

+ Our practice area has a relaxed dress code.

Golf Course Regulations

* Soft Spikes ONLY.

« All play must start from the first tee as directed by Course Starter.

+ Play must be in 1, 2, 3 or 4 balls; Course Marshall has the right to
‘pair’ you into a group.

+ Sharing of golf clubs is forbidden.

* Please observe golf etiquette at all times. Please observe Course Marshall
at all imes; failure to do so may result in removal from golf course.

* Maintenance and golf landscape team have priority on the golf course.

+ All distances are measured in metres.

+ Fairway distances are measured to the middle of each green.

Disregarding any rules as stated by club management or course marshall may
result in a ban from Taba Heights Golf Resort.

Out of Bounds

* When playing Hole 1, the 9th hole is out of bounds.

* When playing Hole 9, the Tst hole is out of bounds.

* When playing Hole 7, the 6th hole is out of bounds.

* When playing Hole 6, the 7th hole is in bounds.

* When playing Hole 17, the 18th hole is out of bounds across flood canal.
+ The maintenance yard left of Holes 1 and 2 is out of bounds.

+ Clubhouse terrace, putting green and driving range are out of bounds.
» All roads and hotel grounds are out of bounds.

Water Hazards and Flood Canals
* All flood canals must be treated as lateral water hazards (Red)
except on Holes 6, 8 and 18 when marked as water hazard (Yellow).
* Play is forbidden from all flood canals; it is highly dangerous to retrieve balls.
« Lakes on Holes 3, 12, 13 & 14 are to be treated as water hazards (Yellow).
« Lakes on Holes 2, 10 and 16 are lateral water hazards (Red).
* When playing Hole 3 you have the option of using the drop zone.
« Play is forbidden from tree wells; please take nearest point plus one
club length relief.

Golf Cart Use

* Your golf cart fee is included in your green fee.

+ Only two persons are allowed on each golf cart.

+ No children and juniors up to age 18 driving golf carts.

+ Please follow all course signage and take extreme care on difficult
terrain. Do not enter large sandy waste areas.

* Keep all golf carts at least 25 metres from greens.

» Golf carts are NOT allowed to any hotel, resident villa or downtown.

* You will be charged for any damage caused through careless driving.

+ Please keep protective covers on rental sets at all times.

+ Please observe any local rules as stipulated by the Course Marshal.
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
